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Policy Statement

Commitments

human rights.

We are a company that expects everyone working with us or on our behalf to
support and uphold the following measures to safeguard against modern slavery.

e Employment is freely chosen: there is no forced or compulsory labour in
any form, included bonded, trafficked or prison labour.

e Freedom of association and the right to collective bargaining are
respected.

e Working conditions are safe and hygienic.
e Child labour shall not be used.
e Living wages are paid.

e Working hours are not excessive
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¢ No discrimination is practiced.

e Regular employment is provided.

¢ No harsh or inhumane treatment is allowed.
As part of our ongoing risk assessment and due diligence processes we will
distribute awareness materials to help educate our people about the realities of
modern slavery.
